Born in 1991 and raised in
Milan, Blessed Acutis used
his tech skills to evangelize
and was noted for his joyful

faith and compassion for
others before dying of

leukemia in 2006 at age 15.

Blessed Frassati, born in
1901 into a prominent

family in Turin, Italy, was
admired for his deep

spirituality, love for the
poor and enthusiasm for

life. A member of the
Dominican Third Order, he

served the sick through
the St. Vincent de Paul

Society. He died at age 24
after contracting polio,

possibly from one of the
people he assisted.

Nursing homes, rehabilitation centers and anyone who is hospitalized are not permitted to contact the
church. If someone you know is in the hospital, please call the church office.
 
In case of serious or life threatening sickness or the actively dying: The church should be contacted as soon
as possible. People deserve the opportunity to confess their sins, profess their faith, be anointed, and receive
Holy Communion – the foretaste and pledge of eternal life. PLEASE don’t wait until after the person is
unconscious or so sedated that he or she cannot communicate. It is imperative with current situations, that
there be enough time for Fr. to go through the appropriate protocol to visit the actively dying.
