Prayer for Justice and Peace
by Bishop Mark Brennan

“How long, O Lord, how long?” We see violence and 
hatred on every side, cruel language and crueler 

actions. Many of your children are treated harshly by 
those who should protect them and others, lacking 

food, are given stones when they ask for bread and a 
scorpion when they ask for a fish. 

“How long, O Lord, how long?” We see friends and 
neighbors suffering because of who they are or where 
they come from. We have forgotten that you are the 
Father of us all and that we are brothers and sisters.
Turn our hearts to you and to those who share our 
land. Make us peacemakers committed to work for 

that justice, which alone can ensure a lasting peace 
among your children, so that we may be in truth a 

single family united in fraternal love. Bind us together,
Father, as your beloved children. 

We ask this through Jesus Christ, your Son, 
the King of Justice and the Prince of Peace.

In case of serious or life threatening sickness or the
actively dying: The church should be contacted as
soon as possible. People deserve the opportunity to
confess their sins, profess their faith, be anointed, and
receive Holy Communion – the foretaste and pledge of
eternal life. PLEASE don’t wait until after the person is
unconscious or so sedated that he or she cannot
communicate. It is imperative with current situations,
that there be enough time for Fr. to go through the
appropriate protocol to visit the actively dying.
