Eucharistic Reflection: The Gift:  

At the Mass of the Lord’s Supper celebrated on Holy 
Thursday, the priest prays these words: 
 
  For he is the true and eternal Priest, 
  who instituted the pattern of an everlasting sacrifice 
  and was the first to offer himself as the saving Victim,      
  commanding us to make this offering as his memorial.  
  As we eat his flesh that was sacrificed for us,  
  we are made strong,  
  and, as we drink his Blood that was poured out for us,   
we are washed clean. 
 
The words of the liturgy on the night the Church 

commemorates the institution of the Eucharist speak to 

us of the Mass as the re-presentation of Christ’s unique 

sacrifice on the Cross, the reception of Christ truly 

present in the Sacrament of the Eucharist, and the 

marvelous effects of communion in those who receive 

gift.6

Mar 3 - Sacrament of the       

Eucharist 
 

In our topic The Eucharist we cele-

brate today has its origins in the 

Last Supper, which Jesus celebrat-

ed with his friends on the night be-

fore he died. 
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Laetare Sunday: The fourth Sunday of 
Lent marks the halfway point between Ash 
Wednesday and Easter. Rose-colored vest-
ments may be worn in place of the normal 
purple, in honor of the word “laetare,” or “be 
joyful,” which comes from the Introit at 
Mass. In addition, the “golden rose” is tradi-
tionally blessed on this Sunday. The golden 
rose is a gold ornament, blessed by the pope 
during Mass and later given as a sign of 
reverence or affection to churches, govern-
ments or individuals. No one knows exactly 
when the custom began, but Pope Leo IX 
talked about it in 1051. No individual has 
been given a golden rose since the 1960s.

Ingredients 

• 1 pound uncooked shrimp (26-30 per pound), peeled and 

deveined3 teaspoons olive oil, divided 

• 1 large sweet orange pepper, sliced 

• 1 large sweet red pepper, sliced 

• 1 small onion, halved and sliced 

• 1 cup pineapple tidbits 

• 1 envelope fajita seasoning mix 

• 1/3 cup water 

• 8 corn tortillas (6 inches), warmed 

• 1/2 cup crumbled Cotija or shredded mozzarella cheese 

• 8 large romaine lettuce leavesDirections 

 

1. Cook shrimp in 2 teaspoons oil in a large cast-iron or other heavy skillet over medium heat until shrimp turn pink, 

4-6 minutes. Remove and keep warm. 

2. In the same skillet, saute the peppers, onion and pineapple in remaining oil until vegetables are tender. Add sea-

soning mix and the water. Bring to a boil; cook and stir for 2 minutes. Return shrimp to the skillet; heat through. 

Spoon mixture onto tortillas; top with cheese. Wrap lettuce around tortillas to serve.

PLEASE don’t wait until after the per-

son is unconscious or so sedated that 

he or she cannot communicate.  It is 

imperative with current situations, that 

there be enough time for Fr. to go 

through the appropriate protocol to 

visit the actively dying.
