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Welcome! Our catechists are overjoyed for the opportunity to serve the families of Sacred Heart Parish this 2023–
24 school year. Welcome to all the families returning for another year, welcome to those families that have been 
away from the program for a while, and welcome to all brand-new families joining our program for the first time! 

Each year, the Catholic Church in United States designates the third Sunday in September as “Catechetical Sun-
day” a day on which we celebrate and pray for the church’s mission to teach the gospel to all people. As we cele-
brate a new beginning, the beginning of a new catechetical year, let us open our hearts, open our minds to God's 
word, to His son Jesus Christ, to the Holy Spirit, and to one another. 

This year's theme is: "Come to me all you who labor and are burdened." With these words from the Gospel 
(Matthew 11:28), the Lord Jesus offers an invitation to follow Him and the promise that He doesn’t want to add to 
our burdens; he wants to lighten them. This theme reminds us that the object of all catechesis is Jesus himself. The 
role of the Catechist is, first, to be a disciple - one who draws close and rests in Jesus - and then to be a witness to 
others and a companion as they too come to know Jesus. 

Our catechists will strive to make their time spent with the children as interesting an inspiring as possible. They 
will do their best to teach the lessons, to pray with students, and to involve the students in activities that will build 
their faith. 

We believe faith formation to be a continuous lifelong process, and that the parents are the primary teachers of their 
children. As being your child's primary teacher, please join in our mission by: 

· attending mass each weekend with your child 

· Praying daily with your child and as a family 

· Promoting regular attendance at Faith formation classes 

· Asking your children what they've learned after each faith formation class 

· Sharing your faith your own way with your child 

Catechetical Sunday also offers an opportunity to recall that all the Baptized have roles in handing on the faith in 
their daily life, families, work, and church involvement. There will be various opportunities for adult faith for-
mation this year, especially programs focusing on the Eucharistic. We encourage all adults to participate in these 
opportunities and support the programs offered. 

We look forward to walking this journey of faith with you, and we need and appreciate your prayers of support!

The Sisters of the Infant Jesus (SJI) is a Religious Congregation 
of women founded in Gweru, Zimbabwe in 1950 with members making a vowed commitment to 
love and serve God and His people. We are a group of women numbering 232 professed members 
and 25 in initial formation stages. 

The sisters work to empower women, children and the vulnerable through education, health care 
and social work. The Sisters are involved in pastoral ministries, teaching and nursing, as cooks, 
administrators and also in pastoral projects that address the needs of the poor and vulnerable, 
especially women and children who are orphaned or handicapped. 

 Zimbabwe’s economy has been in serious decline for the past 23 years and currently most 
organizations and industries have been forced to close. Like other organizations operating in such 
an environment, the SJI Order struggles to meet its financial obligations due to limited sources of 
income for the Order and its works. The Community is financed by the income from sisters’ 
salaries and by grants from funding partners when they are available.  This income however, falls 
short of the costs associated with running of the Order and our commitment to help the poor and 
vulnerable in the remotest parts of Zimbabwe.

In case of Illness:  Please call the parish office to let us know if you, a family member, or a parishioner is sick. We can place your 
name on the prayer list. If requested, Fr. Sebastian will arrange for distributing Holy Communion in the home. 
Nursing homes, rehabilitation centers and anyone who is hospitalized are not permitted to contact the church. If someone you 
know is in the hospital, please call the church office.  
In case of serious or life threatening sickness or the actively dying: The church should be contacted as soon as possible. People 
deserve the opportunity to confess their sins,  profess their faith, be anointed, and receive Holy Communion – the foretaste and 
pledge of eternal life. PLEASE don’t wait until after the person is unconscious or so sedated that he or she cannot communicate. It 
is imperative with current situations, that there be enough time for Fr. to go through the appropriate protocol to visit the actively 
dying.
