Praying Is Like     
Throwing A Boomerang 
One way to hear God’s voice 
is through prayer. However, at 
times, we may feel like our 
prayers go unanswered. We 
may wonder if God is really 
listening or if our words are 
just bouncing off the ceiling. 
The truth is that praying is like 
throwing a boomerang. Just as 
a boomerang returns to the 
person who throws it, our 
prayers will return to us in 
some way. They may not be 

As human beings, we all long 
for a deeper connection with 
God. We want to hear His 
voice, feel His presence, and 
know that He is with us in our 
daily lives. But how can we 
achieve this? How can we hear 
God’s voice amidst the noise 
and chaos of our busy lives? 
Here are some practical ways 
to attune ourselves to God’s 
voice and learn important les-
sons on our journey toward 
deeper intimacy with Him.

In case of Illness:  Please call the parish office to let us know if you, a family member, or a parishioner is sick. We can place your 
name on the prayer list. If requested, Fr. Sebastian will arrange for distributing Holy Communion in the home. 
Nursing homes, rehabilitation centers and anyone who is hospitalized are not permitted to contact the church. If someone you 
know is in the hospital, please call the church office.  
In case of serious or life threatening sickness or the actively dying: The church should be contacted as soon as possible. People 
deserve the opportunity to confess their sins,  profess their faith, be anointed, and receive Holy Communion – the foretaste and 
pledge of eternal life. PLEASE don’t wait until after the person is unconscious or so sedated that he or she cannot communicate. It 
is imperative with current situations, that there be enough time for Fr. to go through the appropriate protocol to visit the actively 
dying.
